Each Friday, a child in the 
program will receive a bag of food to help sustain them until Monday.

Financial Support – $4 feeds a child for a weekend; $165.00 
feeds one child for the school year.  Please make checks payable 
to Blessings in a Backpack.  Our county goal this year is to raise 
$25,000 to support 150 local children during the school year.
